5. Gimmicks (noun) - a trick or device intended to attract attention, publicity, or business  
ex) The marketing campaign relied heavily on gimmicks to get customers interested.

6. Forego (verb) - to give up or abstain from something  
ex) He decided to forego dessert in order to stick to his diet.

7. Over-the-top (adjective) - excessive or exaggerated; going beyond what is considered reasonable or
